	SUMMARY

	BJ is one of the elite prospects in this draft. He has the ability to play just about any Defensive Line position in any defense. His best fit is likely as a 3-4 Nose Tackle, although he would also be very good as a 1-technique in a 4-3. He is well coached and has a variety of pass rush moves, which give him the chance to be an effective pass rusher. He also plays the run very well and easily gets a lot of penetration in the backfield and is an elite finisher of plays in the backfield. If not for some character concerns, I would say BJ would easily be a top-five pick. Even so, I wouldn’t be surprised if someone took a chance on him, because he is that good.
