	SUMMARY

	Aaron is a prospect that has received a lot of attention as of late because of his elite athleticism, but when you put in the film it is obvious he made a mistake by passing on two more years of college eligibility for the NFL draft.  While he has the top level burst all teams covet in a pure pass rusher, he is very unrefined in all aspects of his game, and particular struggles to diversify his attack because he does not use his hands effectively.  He also showed flaws in terms of diagnosing plays consistently, and teams considering him will need to determine whether his mental errors are due to youth and inexperience or to an inability to focus and learn the game.  While I expect him to be taken much higher based on his potential, I would be nervous about drafting such a raw player in the first round.
