BODY/ATHLETIC GAME:


Slender Build.  Has put approximately 15 pounds of muscle since high school, but still lacks upper body strength.  Runs the floor well in transition game, good leaping ability.  Average lateral movement.  Long wingspan.

SHOOTING ABILITY:


Unorthodox shooting technique.  Takes his shots from the left hip area and extends into his shot while in the air which makes for an average shot at best.  Range can extend to the three point arc, but his shot is built more for the open 16'-18' jumpers on the baseline or the elbow.  His free throw shooting is slightly below average, shot approximately five points higher as junior from the line.  Throughout his four years at Stanford, all of Hill's shooting categories have gone up and down, showing that he is an erratic shooter and must continue to work on his shooting fundamentals.  

OFFENSIVE GAME:


Handles the ball well for a SF/PF, runs the floor well in transition and can be hard to guard with a bigger, less athletic defender trying to guard him.  Passes the ball very well, at times too much however, but overall is undoubtedly an unselfish player.  Feeds the ball well into the post, and knows when to reverse the ball back to the PG to run another set play.  Has an average post game, with decent post moves, however his strength is a problem because he can rarely muscle his defender in the post.  Has a high basketball IQ, and knows how to control the tempo of the game.  Patient with his shot selection, rarely does he force his shots.  

DEFENSE AND REBOUNDING:


Average defender.  Does better in a 3-2 or 2-3 zone than he does in a basic 1 on 1 defense.  Averaged just under a steal a game his senior season, so has the ability to anticipate the pass and pick off the pass.  Often is picked on by bigger PF or Centers who have height/weight/strength advantage over him.  Average rebounder, never averaged more than 6.0 rpg.

MISCELLANEOUS:


Poised player, doesn't get rattled often.  However, at times can lack the competitive edge because of his laid-back personality.  Starter for the majority of his last three seasons at Stanford.  Better suited for a fast paced offense rather than a slow down offense.

DRAFT/FUTURE


Has declared for the 2009 NBA draft, has a slim chance to be selected at the back end of the 2nd round, but more than likely will go undrafted.  Seems that a career in the NBDL, ABA, or with an overseas team is the probable outcome.
