	Ryan is very athletic with the ability to slide and adjust to speed rushers. He goes to the ground too frequently because he will lose his balance on occasion. This is more a function of poor technique as he lunges and leans too frequently. He has quick feet and can hit a moving target in the run game.
He does widen his base after the snap, but he needs to work on bending more frequently at the knees instead of at the waist. Ryan re-directs well, although he is susceptible to pass rushers with multiple moves. He occasionally loses his power when re-directing. Overall, Ryan has the athletic ability for the left tackle position if not the consistency at this point.

	Ryan is an athletic offensive lineman who shows the ability to be an efficient left tackle. When he gets his hands on a defender they usually stay on. He can play with a wide base and is very effective in forcing pass rushers way too far upfield. In the run game, he has some quickness off the ball, and does a good job of turning a defensive end out to create a rushing lane. 

	Ryan has inconsistent technique. He does not exhibit a vicious hand punch, nor does he bend his knee. He will lean on or lunge at a defender too frequently. Is not a one-on-one power run blocker. Harris needs to play to the whistle more frequently. He will finish his initial blocking assignment but not continue with the play.

	SUMMARY

	Ryan is a bit of an enigma in that he proved to be a very effective left tackle in the games I scouted, but was not tested by elite pass rushers and defensive pressure making his evaluation difficult. When Ryan uses good technique, he can be dominant. He has good athletic ability and understands how to work the defender away from the quarterback. He needs to continue working on his hand punch. He could develop into a good offensive tackle, although pass rushers with multiple moves and power will give him trouble; even though he is able to re-direct he doesn’t necessarily maintain a good football position and his forced to lean and lunge. I think he will be a better fit in a zone blocking running attack as I can see him blocking an area better with improved technique than being forced to go one-one-one in a power attack.
