	SUMMARY

	Perry has above average athletic ability for a DE and lacks the ideal size for the position making him an ideal candidate for a 3-4 OLB switch.  He does have experience in coverage and playing from a two point stance at times, so the transition wouldn’t be out of this world for him.  He plays with good power and his athleticism should allow him of take advantage of a right tackle, he may be best on the strong side, but should be effective on either.  The 4-3 teams should still have interest in him as a right or weak side DE, but he may have to be more of a rotational guy early on.  He should be able to come in and contribute in either role right away as a pass rusher while he works on positioning himself better against the run, but he has all the tools to be a complete player at OLB.
