	SUMMARY

	Might not be a player in this draft with more upside than Jason Pierre-Paul.  There is no question that Pierre-Paul has the tools to be a truly dominant lineman in the NFL.  He was productive in his one year at USF, though he's only got one year after two excellent years at JC so his lack of experience has to be a consideration.  He has played in a small amount of major collegiate games and seems to be more of an overall athlete rather than a football player.  However, his achievements and explosiveness have helped him remain as one of the top-ranked Defensive Ends.  Born in Deerfield Beach, Florida, Pierre-Paul began his on-field tenure in 2007 while attending College of the Canyons, a community school that has rarely drawn attention from national scouts.  Despite the lack of focus on his squad, the defender racked up 14 sacks and an interception in his freshman campaign.  The following year, he relocated to Kansas and performed at Fort Scott College.  Similar to his stint with the Canyons school, Pierre-Paul spent only a single season with his new club, yet still achieved great statistical marks.  He failed to match his previous sack total, but still compiled a respectable total of 10.5.  In addition, he forced 3 fumbles and recorded 70 tackles.  For his junior season in the NCAA, the DE moved to South Florida and finally gained some serious attention because of his presence on a more notable school.  In 13 games with the Bulls, he notched 6.5 sacks and earned All-American honors.  His stock among incoming rookies rose as he worked out for scouts and performed well in front of NFL representatives, and ultimately he would declare for the 2010 Draft, choosing to forgo his senior campaign.

As a rookie he will likely be a very one-dimensional player.  While he may be a decent pass rusher, at this point in time he would get pushed around at the NFL level in running situations.  3-4 defenses may want to stay away from this prospect all together.  Having to learn a new defensive scheme on top of all the basic fundamentals he needs to learn may prove to be too much for him to handle.

Where he'll play may be an issue. He is now at 260lbs and could play a 4-3 DE or a 3-4 rush OLB.  The idea he could put on 15lbs and play full time 4-3 DE is appealing.  Like most DE's who may transition to OLB, his coverage ability is an unknown, but his athleticism isn't.  His effort isn't.  These things are both huge plusses for him.
