	SUMMARY

	In Daryl Washington’s four-year career at TCU, the 6’2”, 226-pounder finished his with 219 tackles, four interceptions, five sacks and one forced fumble.  The 2009 campaign was without question his best year and he was voted first-team All Mountain West Conference after racking up 109 tackles (68 solo), two sacks, three interceptions and scoring one touchdown for the 12-1 Horned Frogs.

Although Washington played in 51 games, he only started one season for the Horned Frogs.  He is incredibly athletic and fast, which makes him a real talent on special teams.  Washington may have to start as a special teamer in the pros while he bulks up and learns a more standard NFL defensive scheme.  His size is a limiting factor, yet he can offer possibilities in a one-gap defense and should be a special teams standout at the next level.
