	SUMMARY

	Pouncey is a talented player and should be an immediate starter in the league.  He is a smart and instinctive blocker who identifies blitzers well and does a nice job making the calls for the offensive line.  Has experience playing both right guard and center but could play any of the three interior offensive line positions at the next level.  Gets the snap off quickly and doesn’t lose a step between snapping and getting off the ball.  He is a squatty, quick-footed athlete that can roll his hips to redirect and adjust to movement or sink his hips to hunker down against a powerful bull rush by big nose tackles.  Pouncey has good intangibles and experience.
NFL teams need versatile lineman and Pouncey has the ability to play guard or center and that is what helped him be selected by the Steelers in the first round of the draft.  A technician that has a high football IQ, good work ethic and the physical skill set needed to play at the next level.  To reiterate, he is a very polished lineman who is both intelligent and talented.  This player should not have any off-field issues for an NFL team to deal with.
