Jeff has good hands, flexibility and concentration which allow him to adjust accordingly.  
	Jeff lacks explosion which hinders him from gaining separation in the deep game.  He lacks technique and strength in the run blocking game which results in him holding his opponent at times.  While he has shown the ability to break tackles, he does not do it as consistently as a receiver with his size should be able to.  

	SUMMARY

	Jeff is a big receiver who uses his size well.  He has good initial quickness but lacks explosion needed to become a threat in the deep passing game.  Jeff has shown good consistently with his production, as well as the ability to be clutch.  He has also shown toughness going across the middle and making catches right before he takes a big hit.  He has good hand/eye coordination and his flexibility allows him to adjust to balls no matter where they are thrown.  He needs to improve his blocking skills and technique as it could keep him on the sidelines during some plays in his pro career.  Overall, Jeff has the size, smarts and hands to be a good receiver in the NFL. Unless he improves his strength and speed, he won’t be a true number one receiver.  Jeff will be a big red zone target and create many touchdown opportunities for his team.  Jeff should be chosen anywhere from the late second round to early fourth round.
