	FORMATION COMMENTS

	
Honduras start the game lined up in a old style traditional 4-4-2 formation. This involves the use of 4 in the back line, so a  Right Back, 2 Centre Backs, and a Left Back. 4 midfield players, a Right Midfielder, 2 central midfielders, and a Left Midfield. Then 2 strikers up front. Approaching the 60th min, due to subs coming on, they changed to a 4-5-1 formation, as they needed an extra man in midfield to win the ball more, and hold possession of the ball better. 



	KEY POINTS

	General
	Honduras were the better team in every apartment, both technically, physically, fitness wise, and were much more organised, especially at defending than Guatemala was. Honduras were strong and powerful. How ever there is plenty of improvement needed all over the pitch for them. In my opinion, were just made look a much better team, due to Guatemala being so poor, especially in there defense.


	Defence
	Defense wasn’t great. Although much better than the opponents. Man marking being one of the key areas on which the team fell down on. Covering positions by defenders was also an issue at times. Some of them seemed to panic on the ball to much, also first touch let a few down some times. Positioning also should be looked at and improved. 


	Midfield
	The Midfield was more organised than the defense. Some players seemed to have roles, one of them was in front of the defense ‘’holding midfield’’ the other one was always assisting the attackers / strikers ‘’attacking midfield’’ they seemed to step up to the mark well, and play in there roles. Although there was a question of leadership within the midfield, and maybe the team would do well to have a ball winner in the midfield, to many balls got through the midfield, putting the defense under more preassure. 


	Attack
	The attack was the teams strongest area. They were composed on goal, supported each other well, got through a dogey unorganised defense, and managed to score 3 goals. The wingers often joined in to the defense, putting balls in, and the attacking midfield player, was also a keen player within going forward. They put a lot of preasure onto the defense, often causing them trouble, then the defense would make mistakes, and be caught out of position, letting the attackers have a better pop at goal. Upon watching the match, it is clear and fair to conclude that the attacking area is the teams strongest point.
