BODY/ATHLETICISM:

Wingspan makes him about 6’10. Has a decent build to play SF. Is young so he may grow another couple of inches before it is said and done. Strong , but does not possess a lot of athleticism .However, it has not affected his scoring this year. Not a quick leaper but has averaged over seven rebounds this year. First step can be deceiving as he moves methodically to the basket, but is able to score effectively in the paint. Will finish in transition and has good hands to catch the ball as well. 
SHOOTING:

Shoots over 60% from the field, but his three point shot has suffered this year. Down from 51% last year, but is not a heavy three point shooter. Has a good mid-range game as most of his shots and points come from inside the paint to the 20’ range. Average free throw shooter, but improved from last year dramatically. Shot selection is good, and has a decent rotation on his shot. Shoots well off of screens and is a good standstill shooter. Three point shot needs to improve but since he does not heavily rely on it, it might not be a cause of concern. 
POSITION OFFENSE:

Has a good low post game allowing him to be able to get to the rim with ease. His game looks methodical but that is very deceiving as he can move around the paint fluidly. Handles the ball well in transition if he needs to. Not a high riser but finish with either hand near the rim. Not a verbal floor general but hustles and plays hard.  Will not put up big assist numbers as he has been looked at as the go to guy this year. Can and will face up and shoot or drive to the basket, either or is part of his repertoire this year.  Sets good hard screens and looks to finish whenever he has the ball in his hands. Good offensive rebounder as well.
DEFENSE/REBOUNDING:

Defense is not his main forte. Can get beat off the dribble as he does not move his feet well laterally. Is not a speed demon so a good first step usually gets him. To be 6’8 with a wingspan of 6’10, he doesn’t average a block a game. However, he does have quick hands and can average 1-3 steals a game. Hits the boards hard on the defense and does ok transitioning from end to end. Is a good help defender, but one on one he will need to improve  going forward. Knows how to finish off of long misses.
MISCELLANEOUS: 

Good poise, competitive guy. Used his opportunity in the spotlight to shine. Underrated as he does not play on a very good team and is probably not well known around the country. He plays hard every night, and will continue to improve. Can tell he has worked some on his offensive game as his numbers have improved since last year tremendously. Not too athletic but makes up for that with a high basketball I.Q. Will now need to show improvement on the defensive end going forward.
OVERALL RATING:

Warren has not been talked about a lot this year unless you were able to catch him in a game against UNC or Duke or another ACC powerhouse, but he is the leader scoring in the ACC this year. In the right situation he has the opportunity to do well, or say if he got to a team that was looking for an immediate leader and explosive scorer, it might not be the right situation for him. Definitely benefited from the early departures N.C. State had this year, even though he showed potential in certain games last year. Going to a team with a strong defensive coach would help him tremendously. His basketball I.Q. will make up for the lack of athleticism he shows on the court. Plus he rebounds well on both ends of the floor. Make take a couple of years for him to make his impact in the league (i.e. the Morris Twins, Miles Plumlee etc.) but I don’t expect to see him in a N.C. State uniform next year. A late first round pick or very early second round pick.
