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Jordan Hill/Power Forward/Junior (Arizona)

Strengths


Hill has improved tremendously on his rebounding and shot blocking, which made him a force in the paint during this season with his great leaping ability.  Also, he has improved on his outside perimeter game giving him a decent 14-16 foot jump shot.  Hill also plays with great intensity around the basket and takes the initiative during high stress situations.  Considering that Jordan Hill has only been playing competitive basketball since his junior year of high school, has made huge improvements in his game since his freshmen year, and has shown the ability to learn and be coached, many teams believe he can continue to grow into a solid post game player in the NBA, and a possible top tier power forward.  Points per game has risen from 4.7 to 18.3 in two years, and rebounding has increased from 4.1 to 11.0 per game.  

Weaknesses


Needs to improve on his upper body strength mostly to continue to compete at a high level.  Also, needs to improve his basketball IQ.  Many times Hill made costly turnovers late in the game and critical fouls that put Arizona in some deep holes.  Even though his jumper has improved, needs to still develop a more consistent outside shot to draw defenders away from the key.  Free throw shooting is coming around slowly, but at  65%, he still needs work.  Also, in games that he has struggled, he has shown a lack of confidence, especially if things aren't going well offensively.

Chase Budinger/Forward/Junior (Arizona)

Strengths


Budinger has a great frame athletically for the next level, being 6'7” and having a long wing span, he has the ideal look for a next level swingman.  Has great leaping   ability (42'' vertical) which makes him dangerous around the hoop for offensive rebounds and executing lob plays.  Budinger also does well in his transition offensive game considering his high basketball IQ and his effectiveness as spot up shooter.  Budinger is a streaky shooter from the arc, which gives him the ability to score in bunches.  He also does extremely well using his designed screens, which has allowed him to develop a great ability to catch and shoot.  His fundamentals are above average, unselfish with the ball, and is an above average free throw shooter.  Many scouts believe with a little tuning, he could develop has a solid role player at the next level.

Weaknesses


Needs to be more physical and build more upper body strength.  Needs to develop his first step off the dribble considering he has trouble creating his own shots at times.  Even though he has great leaping ability, his lateral quickness has raised questions about his ability to defend at the next level.  Budinger's leadership qualities has also raised questions about his assertiveness and his ability to be the go to player.  On that same note, he has shown problems in the past about his physical toughness on the offensive and defensive side.  At the next level he will need to develop his defense tremendously so he is not considered a defensive liability while on the court, which has shown this past season by being constantly out of position on defense.
