He is not a deep threat at all, and relies on YAC’s for production.  When he faces man coverage he shows the general foot quicks to create some separation when the defender isn’t physical, but he can’t consistently maintain his head start.  He has good hands, showing that he can adjust his body to poorly thrown balls – looks comfortable with his hands.

	Juaquin is a smart player who seems to have a knack for finding open space underneath zone coverage.  He shows decent feet to set the defender up at the LOS, often getting his man off balance.  Has reliable hands – can make the tough catch in traffic and pluck out poorly thrown passes.  Runs tight routes and turns up field after the catch with aggression.
	Lacks the speed to stretch the field in college, let alone the NFL.  Shows limited burst and shake to be able to create consistent separation.  Gets held up and redirected by the press, does not use hands aggressively.  Does not block with good technique or aggression, as his man is consistently able to shed and make the tackle.  

	SUMMARY

	While Juaquin was a very productive receiver in Oklahoma’s spread offense, he lacks the athleticism NFL teams are looking for in a starting wide receiver.  His timed speed at the NFL Combine, while certainly not impressive, was still faster than expected when judging his game speed on film.  He really struggles to get separation, even though he generally runs solid routes.  Blocking is also a huge problem area, as does not possess the strength and aggressive hands to reliably maintain blocks.  His strength is against zone coverage, as he is able to locate and sit down in the open seams, working to come back to his quarterback.  Because of his poor speed and burst, Juaquin projects as a  #3 or #4 receiver in the NFL who works primarily out of the slot, and I would hesitate to draft him any earlier than round 6.
