	Eben has the body and athleticism of a starting NFL tackle.  He has very quick feet that allow him to get off the ball and in solid position, cutting off the corner against edge rushers and sealing off the hole on run plays.  Is a competitive blocker with aggressive hands, as he uses them to knock defenders backward and off their line.  Reads the defensive scheme well, consistently kicking out on stunts and blitzes.  Shows good agility getting downfield and adjusting to moving targets.
	Must learn to play with consistent leverage at the POA.  Can be knocked backward into the pocket by bull rushers when he gets upright, and does not sustain run blocks when he bends at the waist and reaches.  Has the feet to shuffle to the edge but does not consistently kick slide at the proper angle and maintain his shuffle when beaten.    

	SUMMARY

	While he clearly looks the part and at times plays the part of an NFL left tackle, Eben clearly would have benefited from playing his senior season at Arizona, where he would have had a chance to hone his technique and improve his consistently, possibly becoming a very high pick in next year’s draft.  As it stands, he is still a first day prospect, and will just need more repletion to achieve the high level he is capable of.  While he shows quick feet and good speed getting out in space, he does not consistently shuffle out properly to defend the edge, and has a bad habit of stopping his feet at times when run blocking.  He uses his hands very aggressively, but still gives up his chest when he stands up at the LOS.  He is capable of playing much stronger at the POA, and has the flexibility to bend his knees, sink his hips and anchor in against the power rush.  He projects as a 2nd round pick who could possibly get into the first because of his potential.  He would do well to end up on a team that can start him out at RT and improve his technique before giving him the responsibility of the quarterback’s blind side.
