He does well pursuing down the LOS to make plays backside, while maintaining containment responsibility first.  He tackles well, showing he can consistently break down.
	He does not always play up to his ability.  He has a bad habit of standing up at the snap when he isn’t edge rushing, allowing defenders to get into his chest and neutralize him.  He needs a lot of work on his hands, which will help him not only protect is body but aid him in the pass rush.  Must anchor and drive better when bull rushing.

	SUMMARY

	Brian has received a ton of national attention this year, and has taken home virtually every major defensive award for 2008.  While he shows elite athleticism for an end, and will certainly impress in workouts, he has a long way to go to become the consistent performer he is capable of.  His off season boxing work before his senior year was well documented, but he still has yet to translate proper hand usage to the football field.  While being a bit lighter than the standard for DE, he is extremely well built and powerful, but only when he uses proper leverage.  I don’t think it’s a matter of him needing to be prodded, but he is not the competitor that other players (ie. Larry English) in his class are.  With proper coaching and more consistent aggression, he can become an excellent every down player at either end position in the 4-3, or rush linebacker in a 3-4.
