	SUMMARY

	Tyson is a well thought of prospect but is not for everyone.  While he has excellent size and can hold point very well when he is playing with proper leverage, he does not have the speed and explosiveness needed to be a true edge rusher.  He makes plays because of effort and smarts, but needs to focus on utilizing his excellent hands to shed blocks quicker and keep them off his chest.  4-3 teams probably rate him as a 4th or 5th rounder because of his lack of burst to the edge, but with so many teams going to the 3-4 defense, I full expect Tyson to be drafted in the second round.  If he can learn to play with better knee bend and flexibility, he can become a very good starting 5-technique end.
