	For being so big for a DB, Jenkins is a solid athlete.  He is agile and fluid, and very aggressive both in press coverage and against the run.  He is a very smart and experienced player who reacts well in zone coverage, and is capable of going the distance every time he gets a pick.  Has the versatility to play a variety of roles on defense and special teams in the NFL.
	I was surprised at how often he got beat on deep plays and on long crossing patterns.  He needs to be able to read the route before his man makes his break, otherwise he does not stay on his hip or close the gap back up.  Michael needs to tighten his pedal, and consistently keep his feet as he has a bad habit of getting caught on his heels when jamming the receiver at the LOS.

	SUMMARY

	Staying in school in my opinion paid off for Malcolm.  While I don’t think he had much place to go in terms of his draft status, he is more consistent in the mental aspects of the game.  He has the size NFL teams covet, and has the physicality to hide some of his athletic faults.  He should be the cause of great debate in NFL front offices, as teams will need to decide whether he fits best as a corner or a safety, as he has experience and has shown proficiency in both at Ohio State.  He is an excellent fit as a cover 2 corner, although I am personally intrigued and would love to see him at strong safety, as I feel he can match up well on TE’s and RB’s with his strength and aggressiveness, and will also be a great asset against the run – Another great product of “DB” U.
