Does a nice job of reading underneath, and getting a good jump to cut off the route.  Had a lot of interceptions in college, and shows good open field running ability.  Capable of tackling with good technique and delivering huge hits against prone receivers in the secondary.  Very well built upper and lower body, which helps him be strong and competitive against receivers at the LOS.
	Lack of speed makes him a liability in man coverage.  Back pedals upright and off his heels, which hurts his ability to flip his hips and stay in step with his man.  Guesses on routes at times and either over runs the play or opens up too early, making him prone to double moves.  Does not have the explosiveness to recover when beaten.

	SUMMARY

	Despite his excellent production in college, Victor’s tight hips and poor playing speed will result in him needed to make the switch to safety in the NFL, unless he is drafted by a team employing the cover 2.  He really struggles to flip and accelerate, and does not have the foot speed or burst to catch up once the receiver gets a step.  His aggressiveness in zone coverage and against the run are ideal for an in the box safety, and he already has the build to handle the move.  His ball skills and ability on the return will not only help him out in center field, but when contributing on special teams as well.  While talent and skill are obviously the main determinants of a players success, so is scheme, and the ability of a coach to get the most out of each player’s individual skill set.  Victor can become a solid starter if he makes the switch to safety in the NFL, but if he stays at corner he most probably will never be more than a nickel and dimer who makes most of his contributions on special teams.
