	Toughness and intelligent are his two biggest strengths, as he plays through the pain of tough injuries and reads the defense well and consistently makes the right decisions.  Considering his delivery he is surprisingly accurate, especially inside 10 yards.  His throwing motion is quick and compact which allows him to get rid of the ball quickly before the front 7 can get pressure and the secondary can react.  He shows good patience in the pocket, not panicking when it breaks down.
	His durability was an issue before hip surgery, and this alone could prevent him from being drafted.  He is short and very thin, and will struggle to hold up in the NFL.  He worked primarily out of the shotgun at Hawaii and while he showed improvement at the Senior Bowl, his steps under center and general footwork will need to be developed.    His 3/4 delivery hurts his arm strength and he must rely on his stride to generate power.  I have to question his ability to make all the throws beyond 10 yards with accuracy and zip.

	SUMMARY

	Run and shoot quarterbacks have been generally disregarded by the NFL as their production is usually credited to the offense's ability to spread the field, but Colt demonstrates a lot of the skills necessary to be an NFL QB.  He has an awkward side armed delivery but he gets rid of the ball in a hurry and shows excellent accuracy.  His size presents multiple concerns - the first being his arm strength and the second his durability.  Considering his injury history and especially his recent hip surgery, he could go undrafted, but the bottom line is that he was never going see the field in 2008 anyway.  A team that is willing to be patient and invest time in the development of his skills, in particular his footwork, could end up getting a huge bargain.  If he can maintain his health he could start after two years of learning in a west coast offense.
