Has very big, strong consistent hands, and an impressive vertical leap. Combined with his rare size, he will create mismatches against the defense, particularly in the red zone. If he can show that his character concerns are over and that he truly has matured, then he could be a real value in the 2nd Round for a WR needy team. He is not a deep threat however, and might not be more than a # 2 receiver. The potential is there for more though, and he has considerable upside.
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
