He is not a dynamic playmaker, but he will make defenses pay for their mistakes as he can fight off press coverage and get behind the defender.  He did work his way back into the good graces of the coaching staff, so it appears his off field concerns can be chalked up to immaturity, he showed a lot of commitment by sticking with it and it paid dividends with his best season.  He stayed productive despite a lot of turnover in the coaching staff and QB position; he has the potential to flourish in the right situation.
