	SUMMARY

	Dennard is a smart player who plays with good technique and recognition.  However he is a shorter player with only average athletic ability.  He will struggle with bigger receivers on the outside and lacks the fluid hips to be a slot guy.  He is smart enough to get himself in good position and not give up big plays, but his hands prevent him from making teams pay for throwing at him.  He flashed some solid return ability early in his career and his thick build could allow him to contribute on coverage units.  I don’t see a lot of starting potential at the next level, but he should be able to contribute on special teams and be a solid backup as he would get exposed if he had to play on a week to week basis.
