	Odrick is tall with long arms and very low body fat for a guy around 308 pounds.  That being said, he could probably pack on 10 or 12 more pounds for an NFL DT.  This would allow him more freedom to play in multiple schemes in the NFL.  As it stands now, he looks to be either a 3-4 DE prospect or a 4-3 under tackle, working 1 gap, probably in a 3 technique, with a big 1 technique next to him.  The reason for this is he's a natural penetrator and a guy who works hard to get up field and make plays in the backfield.  The problem is he gets up high at times and gives up his leverage and for a player this tall, it means teams can run his way, in hopes of him washing himself out of position.  Still, he is a very coachable player, and a hard worker that shows some real upside.

	SUMMARY

	Jared Odrick is another solid defensive prospect from Penn State.  Like many other Nittany Lions, he's isn't the most physically impressive (though he just seems to make plays).  Odrick is an excellent interior pass rusher.  He registered 24.5 tackles for loss and 14.5 sacks in 46 career games.  Odrick has good size for a defensive tackle at 6'5 and 296 pounds and is definitely at his best on obvious passing downs, when he can pin his ears back and get up-field.  He's also a solid run defender, though; this is an area of his game that could use some work.  Jared is not the type of tackle that requires constant double teams in the run game.  He would be best served playing next to a bigger nose tackle in the NFL, allowing him to work one on one against interior linemen.  His run defense should improve over time, and he could contribute right away as an interior pass rusher.  His best fit as a professional may be in a cover 2 defense, or as a defensive end in a 3-4 alignment.
Odrick broke 2 bones in his left hand in 2007, but returned the following week.  Later that season however, he dislocated his ankle which forced him out for the remainder of the year.
Jared is the kind of player fans and coaches love to have on their team.  His technique is sound and he’s quick and athletic.  He uses his hands well, and does a great job in pursuit.  Odrick is a smart and disruptive player whose contributions may not always show up in the box score, but he can certainly make a team better.  On the downside, he needs to play a little lower and should hit the weights in order to get bigger and stronger and stand out in apparent run downs.

Odrick may be one of the more NFL ready players in the draft.  If he adds some strength, he has a lot of potential to line up as a 3-4 defensive end, or 5-technique.  However, he will not fit every 4-3 scheme.  He excels at getting up the field using his quickness and hands.  He needs to work on the finer aspects of his game but he’s not far from being a very strong defensive lineman in the right NFL scheme.  It should be noted that he was arrested in 2008 for disorderly conduct but has no other known off-field incidents.
