While the sample size is small, the talent that Manziel faced in the SEC wasn’t. Johnny’s ability to throw on the run is top-notch, and his ability to escape pressure is nothing to scoff at either. He may not be able to get away with some of the Madden-esque scrambles in the NFL that he can in the NCAA, but if he can stay efficient at protecting himself when he decides to run, he could be a big-time threat at the next level. Something he really needs to brush up on in this coming season is letting the play develop and evaluating his reads before deciding to run; scrambling should be a last-resort option, and for Manziel, most times it’s the first. With undersized QB’s like Drew Brees and Russell Wilson proving to be difference makers in the NFL, having Manziel correct his issues, he could very well establish himself as a first round pick in the NFL Draft.
