Offensive Notes:
· Very good offensive rebounding team
· #9 (Mulamba) is an excellent rebounder and got a few easy tip-ins against Owensboro
· #9 plays very physical takes it to the hoop strong frequently. Good chance to step in and draw a charge
· They seem to post-up #9 in the lane to get you to double team him so they can dish back out for the open 3-pointer on the wing
· #23 (Edwards) has excellent 3-point range
· #23 is a very streaky shooter and is their leading scorer; do not leave him open
· If you come out to guard the 3-pointer on #23, he has the ability to avoid the defender and drive to the hoop and score
· #4 (Cushinberry) has excellent 3-point range
· #4 can score with either hand going to the hoop
· #3 (Singleton) is their point guard and loves to pass deep to get the easy bucket if you don’t get back on defense
· #3 has excellent 3-point range
· #0 (Hart) has excellent 3-point range
· #11 (Loman) has excellent 3-point range
Defensive Notes:
· Excellent defensive rebounding team
· They will occasionally get lazy in guarding the perimeter; take advantage by knocking down the 3-pointer
· They primarily play man-to-man defense but will occasionally drop into a 2-3 or 1-3-1 zone
· They will press occasionally ¾ court
· They also like to pick you up at mid-court and will attempt to trap
· They will try to trap you down on the block, pass back out for the easy 3-pointer; someone will be open
· #3 (Singleton) will leave his feet with a pump-fake; should be able to draw some fouls on him
· #9 (Mulamba) is a good shot blocker and is very active on the boards
· #11 (Loman) is an excellent rebounder and leads the team in that category
